Walkerville students in grades Preschool through 3rd grade will be participating in 
our Wildcats ROAR At Home reading program.  This program will provide every 
student in grades Preschool through 3rd grade with books to read at home.  In the 
past, this program was offered on a volunteer bases in effort to build the habit of 
reading each day.  Now, being involved and participating every day in this program is 
a major component of the new K-3 reading law, and progress made will be 
documented on report cards.  A reminder, based on legislation, if students are not at 
grade level, they could be retained in third grade. 

 

When your child participates, your child will bring home a bag with books each 
day.  The books should be read at home each evening and returned with the index 
card containing your childôs name. Your child will exchange it for a new bag of books 
the next morning.  Each week, 6 bags will be prepared for your child.  We ask that 
parents remind children to pack their book bags in their backpack each night.   
 

Please note: 

¶ Preschool families: Your children will only bring home 1 book at a time. 
 

¶ Kindergarten through 2nd grade families: Your children will bring home 2 books 
each day. (2nd grade students who move beyond DRA level 30 will move to using library books.) 
 

¶ Third grade families: Your children will pick the library books of their choice to 
read for this program. 

 

If you would like to volunteer and help with this amazing program offered here at 
Walkerville, please call the school.  Your child is full of potential. Reading 20 minutes 
each night will enable your child to soar.  Thank you for working together with us in 
developing young readers.

Parents and caregivers: here 
are some helpful tips on how to 
start conversations about the 

 risks of drugs and alcohol 
  with youthï and 

 keep them going, too! 

Age 3-6 
Talk about a healthy body and good versus                           
bad choices. If your child asks a question,                            
clarify what he or she wants to know. Details may                  
not be needed, but an honest answer should be given. 

Age 7-9 
Talk about curiosity, be specific about tobacco and alcohol, and use 
facts not fear in your conversation. Establish yourself as a trusted     
resource. Promote self-confidence by allowing them to make decisions 
and offering praise when a positive choice is made.  

Age 10-12 
Be a role modelï at this age your child will notice your use of alcohol and drugs. Friends start to 
become an important influence. You can show interest in your childôs social life by meeting their 
friends and parents. Set clear rules and expectations regarding drugs and alcohol and enforce 
consequences.  

Age 13-18 
As kids enter high school, their chances of encountering alcohol and drugs increaseï so keep 
these conversations going! Use scenarios to practice saying no and handling risky situations. 
Keep the conversation informal and avoid lecturingï meal times, car rides, or game nights are 
good times to check in with your teen.  Use open ended questions, ask their point of view, and be 
prepared to answer the tough questions.
